Recommendation Letters: Two required- one from a Marshall Rotary Club member who is not 
a family member and the other from a school educator, administrator or someone associated with 
the school such as, but not limited to, a coach. 
   
Financial Criteria: Yes, complete the financial information portion of the online application and 
upload your FAFSA Student Aid Index Report.
