Although this is just a 
brief overview of who Jeff was, it describes not only his outgoing personality and love of life but 
how much he cared about others. Applicants should exemplify Jeff’s personal attributes of 
kindness, respect, consideration, and humility with the courage to be a positive influence for 
Marshall Youth. GPA is not a determining factor. 

Essay Questions: One of Jeff’s greatest gifts to his friends, family, and even strangers was his 
smile.  Through it, he communicated his positive outlook, kindness, and compassion to everyone.  
In 500 words or less, describe what makes you smile and why. 

Recommendation Letters: Two required- one from a school educator/administrator and one from 
an adult member of the community (not a family member).
